Lack of Progress Dismissal

It is generally the plaintiffs’ responsibility to take action to prevent dismissal of the case.  If you receive a notice by U.S. Mail, be advised that:
· No steps or proceedings appear to have been taken in this matter in 91 days or more.
· This action will be dismissed for lack of progress within 28 days of this notice unless the parties show that progress is being made.  If progress has been made and you believe this notice is in error, contact the clerk at (313) 965-8792.  The Clerk cannot give you legal advice or tell you how to prevent dismissal but will investigate any alleged errors with regard to this notice.  If appropriate, the filing of an application for entry of default and proposed judgment will prevent dismissal.
· You will not receive any further notice of dismissal.
You may request to review the file in this matter by appearing at the Civil/Real Estate Division on the second floor of the courthouse at the address above.  Division hours are Monday through Friday, 8:00a.m. to 4:30p.m.  Generally the least busy days and hours to review files are Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays, between 12 NOON and 2:00p.m.

Since you must pass through metal detectors when entering the courthouse, please leave all metal objects that could be used as weapons at home.  This includes small knives, scissors, nail files, knitting needles, etc.
